Dear Ladies,

Winter Nationals, Phoenix

The weather web site indicates good weather for us in the Inland Empire and in Phoenix for Feb. 19-
21" T will be riding and about 20 other Ladies, and three gentlemen, will be riding, too! We will
LEAVE the Denny’s north of the 1-10, Highland Springs exit, at 8:30. If you want breakfast, which I
strongly encourage, please be there by 7:00-7:30. Everyone else, please be there by 8:00. We have a
few things to do before leaving:

e Introduce everyone, we will have at least 6 guests with us.

e Be sure all guests have signed the liability waiver form.

e Be sure all members have completed two of the new Emergency Contact forms.
e Divide us into three groups and each rider have a Buddy!

e Buddy to check all fasteners on Buddy’s bike!

e Have extra water and a full tank of gas.

e Then set off with a smile and a lot of anticipation for a wonderful weekend!

By the time you receive the newsletter each of you should have a copy of the ride directions in her
email. We will ride about 308 miles and make 3 stops. Stops are 80 to 112 miles apart. At each stop
please work with your Buddy to get gas, potty stop, and drink/food as quickly as possible. We will not
have a lunch stop, so you may want to take or purchase some food as we go. I am hoping that each
stop will be about 20 minutes for each group. Groups will not wait for other groups to arrive before
leaving the gas stop so we can arrive before Phoenix Friday night traffic is bad. And, we lose an hour
going East this time of year!

If you wish to take a different route, do different stops, go faster or slower, please tell your group Lead
and Sweep so we will not worry about you!!!

Some Ladies are driving over later. We may or may not have a car following us. We will travel at the
speed limit, 70-75, recognizing that all of us will have to speed up to pass vehicles or change lanes effi-
ciently and safely.

I called Rose, Desert Diamond’s President, and they will have maps for us to take self-guided bike
tours. There are many lakes and beautiful views within an hour or so from our hotel. Most of these
rides are expected to be done on Sat. after the meeting and group picture. I would like to do a ride out
to Lake Roosevelt, but it is a longer ride. I will also see what rides their Club has set up for us. Also,
they are planning some guided rides on Sunday from about 9 to 10 AM to about 2 or 3PM. For the re-
turn trip we will be re-grouping. Some Ladies need to return early and some may want to do the Club
rides, while others may wish to come back different routes. Please let your Road Captain know how
you are going back so we do not leave without you and you expected to ride with a group back.
