Dear Ladies, 
  

Now that summer is here and it is hot in the valleys, we can go to Lake Arrowhead and be a bit cooler! Hope all of you plan to 
come to the meeting and ride to Arrowhead (Sat.) and to Big Bear (Sun.)  
  

We will have our meeting at Flo's to start officer nominations to get input from members not going on the ride. We plan to leave 
as early as possible and go up into the Cajon Pass to take the 138 past Silverwood Lake, up to Crestline, on to Lake Gregory, 
and on a winding series of roads to our cabin. There those who are staying will off-load any luggage and we can complete our 
meeting for officer nominations. After that we will go to Lake Arrowhead Village for lunch. Then you can browse and/or shop, 
take a tour on the Arrowhead Queen ($15.00 each) if you wish, or I will take those interested on a bike tour of some of the 
older places in the Arrowhead area. I will also take those who are not spending the night to the 18 to get down to the 210 and 
home. For those spending the night I will be collecting $10.00 for food expenses. 
  

Or, after lunch you may wish to go swimming in Lake Arrowhead, we belong to the beach clubs and there is one that is about 1 
mile from the cabin that has a beach, snack bar, etc. It is a nice walk (down hill) or you can ride. So, bring your bathing suit if 
you might like to swim. While the temperatures will be in the 90's plus in the valleys, Lake Arrowhead will be in the 80's, but 
that is hot for Arrowhead. So, swimming may be a good idea. Also, bring walking shoes as we are 1/10th of a mile from forest 
trails.  
  

For members who are spending the night, here is some information. The house has three bedrooms and 3 full bathrooms, plus 
a large game room with wet bar and small refrigerator on the bottom level. Each bedroom has a king size bed and we have a 
queen hide-a-bed and 4 couches. You do not need to bring a towel as I will have different colored towels in each bathroom so 
you can identify the one you are using. If you need to sleep in a bed, please contact me about that.  We also will have several 
blow up mattresses. If you are not assigned to a bed, you will need to bring a sleeping bag or other bedding.  
  

It gets quite cool in the evening and early morning, so please bring a sweat shirt, sweater, or light jacket, especially if you plan 
to sit on the deck after dark or have coffee on the deck early in the morning! 
  

If you think you might like to take a walk at dusk, which I highly recommend, then bring a flash light so you can see as you 
return to the cabin. 
  

This weekend there was some rain in the mountains. Check the weather forecast to see if you should bring some rain gear in 
case we get a summer thunder storm. 
 

Food: On Sat. evening we will be back at the cabin. I prefer no one ride after dark in the mountains. We will have soft drinks 
and water, appetizers, barbeque pork ribs, barbeque chicken breasts, a green salad, macaroni salad, bread, and probably 
something else; I have not decided yet. For dessert we will have ice cream with some toppings. If you want liquor you will need 
to bring that. You may also bring anything you wish to share with others. For breakfast on Sunday we will have cereals, milk, 
fruit, fruit juice, Danish and other pastries from Jensen's Market in Blue Jay.  
  

About 10:00 to 10:30 we will take off and ride to Big Bear and down the 138. we can have lunch at a Mexican restaurant in 
Forest Falls, in Mentone at the Mill Creek restaurant, or go to Cherry Valley and then to the I-10.  
  

I will have maps for everyone so you can see where we are, where we are going, or where you may wish to go to explore. If 
you cannot come up with the group on Sat. but want to come up later, please contact me so I can email directions to the cabin 
to you.  
  

Please email me to let me know if you are spending the night so we can plan for food and sleeping spaces. So far this is my 
list: Sheri Anderson, Michelle B., Jerianne E., Linda J., Chris V., Chris M., Mary W., Cathie S., Barbara C., Deborah D., Bonn'e 
J., Shelley B., Jackie C., and possibly Cynthia J.
