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The Women of L.O.C.A.L. roared down the streets of
Downtown Riverside, participating in the 3" Annual A Salute
to Veterans Parade held on Saturday, April 19". More than
100 entries, including floats, vehicles, and marching bands,
participated in the event. Entries included a fife and drum
corps dressed in Revolutionary War garb, World War Il re-
enactors, a bevy of historic Jeeps, tanks and half-tracks,
flyovers of a Vietnam-era Huey helicopter and a 1930’s
biplane.

A Salute to Veterans Parade moves along Magnolia Avenue in Riverside, CA

Eighteen of our ladies polished up their bikes and adorned them with our American Flag for this annual event in which
we were asked to participate by council woman Nancy Hart back in January 08. This was the first time many of us were
ever in a parade and most of us didn't know that we would be dodging horse droppings and making sure our tires
stayed clear of those steaming cakes along the route. All in all, we enjoyed being among our war heroes and dignitaries
for a day of honoring our veterans. Several of our sisters walked around the many parade entries meeting and greeting
several people and among one of those they met was Alma Fornal.

Fornal was one of about 60 women veterans who walked and rode in the parade, a
contingent that included former Army, Navy, Air Force and Marines and women serving
today. Back in 1943 during WWII, she earn her wings as a member of the Women'’s Air
Force Service Pilots, (WASP’s) pioneer female aviators whose duties included ferrying
warplanes across the country and towing targets for aerial gunners in training. Fornal
learned to handle a B-26 Marauder and tow targets off the Florida coast, so gunners
could learn their deadly trade before shipping out to Europe and the Pacific. Sixty-five
years later, Fornal still considers her time in that role as one of the highlights of her life.
Alma Fornal now resides in Highland, CA at a wonderful age of 87. She was impressed
and proud to see women on motorcycles which made us feel really good to be a part of
this parade honoring her.

A bit of history...... WASP members remained civil service employees who did not receive the pay and
benefits given to male pilots sharing the same risks. In recognition of this fact, on 23 November 1977, President
Carter signed legislation providing procedures for former WASP’s to be granted veteran status, although with limited
benefits. Coincidentally, this was in the same year that the Air Force graduated its first female pilots. It was not until
1979 that the first WASP’s were given discharge certificates; and it was 1984 before they were awarded World War i
Victory Medals and those who had one year's service, American Theater Campaign Medals.

Michelle and Mary our chapter present and past presidents along
with our secretary Cathie and a few of our ladies met retired
Master Sgt. Buford Johnson (Right), a former pilot from the
famous Tuskegee airmen. They were dedicated, determined
young men who enlisted to become America's first black military
airmen at a time when there were many people who thought that
black men lacked intelligence, skill, courage and patriotism. Each
one possessed a strong personal desire to serve the United
States of America at the best of his ability. The airmen who
became single-engine or multi-engine pilots were trained at
Tuskegee Army Air Field (TAAF) in Tuskegee Alabama.

"Reading about history never meant as much as actually
seeing history in front of us; it gave us a warm feeling of
gratitude and appreciation to all our men and women who
served in our armed forces protecting and dieing for our
freedom and the freedom of others. God Bless our
American Heroes”
