May Motorcycle Safety Tips.

Summer’s here and we all will be doing a lot more motorcycle riding so keep in mind the mental and
physical skills that are required to operate your motorcycle safely.

The first responsible decision in riding is understanding the risks. We can lower the risks through our
attitude, protective gear and mental and physical riding strategies through training. We are 20 times
more likely to be injured on a motorcycle than in a car.

We can't eliminate risk, but we can lower it. Training and experience are the most effective methods.

It has been said that motorcycling is perhaps 90% mental. It's hard to concentrate when we are freezing
cold, or hot or when we are unprotected from rain. Dressing for the ride can minimize these physical dis-
tractions.

We also need to dress to be seen. Bright colors and reflective materials on our protective gear.

Lack of maintenance can lead to mechanical failure which can contribute to an accident. You are re-
sponsible for your pre-ride inspections. Under inflation is the most common cause of tire failure.

Riding Strategies one of the most important strategies is to see and to be seen. Equally important is the
ability to react to what we see.

When was the last date and mileage of your last service, oil change, and tire replacement and do you
know the correct tire pressure for both your front and rear tires.
