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 Hello Sister of L.O.C.A.L., 
 
 Another wonderful, “open” Sunday ride last month to Joshua Tree, lead by our member Karen Carter.  We are thinking 
about having at least one “open” ride a month and by open ride, we mean our significant others are welcome.  Once again, 
as officers, we must emphasize that our rides after our general meeting are for women only.  Women guest can come 
along on our rides but must sign a waiver.  If your significant other wishes to meet you after our ride is over, (and a ride 
is usually over after lunch unless lunch is in the middle of the ride), they can join you but remember our rides are for fe-
male members only unless specified as “open.” 
 
 In reading our Shootin’ the Breeze May edition, I found an important article written by Queen Gale in regards to 
changes made to the WITW bylaws.  The bylaws of Women in the Wind are found on their website for your reading pleas-
ure 
 
 The first change approved and clarified was the section on chapter names and logos.  When a chapter chooses a name it 
must be unique and different from the others.  Chapters may have their own logo but must send in an application for 
approval.  Most chapters do not have their own logo nor are they required to do so. 
Secondly, requirements for chapter logos……. Chapter logos must display the chapter name, followed by the word 
“chapter.”  It must also display the words ‘Women in the Wind.” Yet some chapters represent themselves with just their 
chapter name.  Those who knowingly violate the bylaws; for the first offense the chapter will be put on Disciplinary Pro-
bation for a year, listed as such in Shootin’ the Breeze, and fined $100 for the violation.  If the violation involves selling 
an unapproved WITW logo item, the chapter will be prohibited from selling ANY logo items for that year, as well. 
For the second offense, the chapter will remain on Disciplinary Probation, still listed as such in STB, and fined $500.  If a 
chapter violates the bylaws for a third time, or does not pay the fine(s) imposed, it will be expelled from Women in the 
Wind.  Three strikes you’re out. 
That is why our president gets permission for any use of the WITW logo when needed for any event we plan.  Our chapter 
officers follow the bylaws and aren’t afraid to ask questions to clarify anything with regard to WITW. 
 
 Ok nuff said……. have wonderful route 66 ride next Saturday in the desert backyard of Barbara; unfortunately I won’t 
be at our general meeting or ride but I’ll see everyone in June.
