According to the 2016 California Motorcycle Handbook (available on the DMV
website), lane splitting, lane sharing, lane filtering, or white -lining are terms

used to describe the process of a motorcyclist riding between lanes of stopped or
slower-moving traffic or moving between lanes to the front of traffic stopped at a
traffic light. Last month, the practice became legal with the signature of Gover-
nor Jerry Brown on Assembly Bill 51. U
